1. THE TACTICS/SCHEMES OF THE CHILDREN OF ANAK 
KJV Numbers 13:22 And they ascended by the south, and came 
unto Hebron; where Ahiman, Sheshai, and Talmai, the 
children of Anak, were. (Now Hebron was built seven years 
before Zoan in Egypt.) 

AHIMAN – HINDERING RELATIONSHIPS 
KJV Luke 14:26 If any man come to me, and hate not his 
father, and mother, and wife, and children, and brethren, and 
sisters, yea, and his own life also, he cannot be my disciple. 
KJV 2 Corinthians 6:17-18 Wherefore come out from among 
them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the 
unclean thing; and I will receive you, 18 And will be a Father 
unto you, and ye shall be my sons and daughters, saith the 
Lord Almighty. 
SHESHAI – TO WHITEN OR WHITE WASH 
KJV Matthew 23:27 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, 
hypocrites! for ye are like unto whited sepulchres, which 
indeed appear beautiful outward, but are within full of dead 
men's bones, and of all uncleanness. 28 Even so ye also 
outwardly appear righteous unto men, but within ye are full of 
hypocrisy and iniquity. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 TELMAI – TO ACCUMULATE 
KJV Matthew 13:22 He also that received seed among the 
thorns is he that heareth the word; and the care of this world, 
and the deceitfulness of riches, choke the word, and he 
becometh unfruitful. 
KJV Luke 12:15 And he said unto them, Take heed, and beware 
of covetousness: for a man's life consisteth not in the 
abundance of the things which he possesseth.

UNWORTHINESS. 
SAUL HID AMOUNG THE STUFF – 1 SAM 10:22 
GIDEON LEAST IN HIS HOUSEHOLD – JUDGES 6:15 
 

KJV 2 Timothy 1:7 For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; 
but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind. 
KJV Romans 8:15 For ye have not received the spirit of 
bondage again to fear; but ye have received the Spirit of 
adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father.
